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Legislative Report 

I will begin by telling you about our annual Legislative trip to 

Annapolis on Wednesday March 19.  We had 19 members on 

the trip.  So sorry that 9 friends were unable to make it as that 

would have brought us up to 28 participants.  After our video 

presentation and photo with Senator Miller, we sat in on the 

Senate. The House had already finished at that time.  Jannette 

and I hurried off to set up the luncheon while everyone enjoyed 

the Governor’s Mansion and tours of the historic rooms in the 

state house.  We gathered for the luncheon at noon.  During 

that time, we had the attention of Delegate Jim Proctor, our trip 

sponsor.  We were visited by 15 delegates, Senator Benson, 

Senator Peters, several out of county legislators, Tish Raff from 

MRSPA and Hank Greenberg from AARP.  All were eager to 

speak about the budget and answer questions our members had 

for them.  After a smooth bus ride we were back at PGCEA by 

2:45.  A fun time was had by all. 

 

Budget news is ever changing and the piece that all of our 

guests kept emphasizing was that our benefits will not be af-

fected.  However, we must continue to fight for the benefits of 

those to come.   

 

 Instead of paying $300 million a year more than required with 

the state pension system, the Senate’s budget would contribute 

only $100 million extra in fiscal 2014 and in fiscal 2015.  This 

budget passed in the Senate 41 to 6.  Supplemental payment 

would be restored in phases, reaching $300 million by 2019. 

Please, continue to check the MRSPA website for up to the 

date information and to contact your legislators. 

Leaders in Maryland and other states such as Pennsylvania and 

Illinois seem to be dipping into retirement pension piggy banks 

to help meet the needs of their budgets.

“Teamwork Makes the Dream Work.” 

Community Service Committee 

One Thousand  

Four Hundred 

Thirty-Seven 

(…and still counting) 

 

This is really two stories in one.  The first part revolves around the 50th Anniver-

sary celebration of our organization.  The second part revolves around the title… 

but, we’ll get to that later in the story. 

 

Last fall, your Executive Committee and President Johnson decided that it was 

important to celebrate the fiftieth anniversary of PGPSRA.  It was decided that this 
was a history project so our association’s historian, Don Conway, was a prime 

candidate to lead the project.  Don accepted the challenge, and began recruiting 

members for the new committee.  Bonnie Brose, Fran Doyle, Charlie Hudson, 

Lorraine Johnson, Alveta Jones, Carl Lancaster, and Ed Vest were quick to sign on.  

Don suggested that the committee divide the time into decades and asked if any-

one had a preference.   President Lorraine Johnson volunteered to start things off 

and took the first decade.  Bonnie got 1974-1983.  Alveta took 1984-1993. Carl 

took 1994-2003 and Don got 2004 to 2014. Since Charlie has been our tour direc-

tor since 1983 he volunteered to talk about some of the trips that the association 

has taken over the years.  It wasn’t until the second meeting of the committee that 

they realized they didn’t have a way to present all of their research.  It was sug-

gested that they collect a bunch of pictures and make it into a slide show.  That’s 

when I came into the picture.  Someone said that Bill could make it all into a Pow-

erPoint presentation,  (I think it was Bonnie, but she’s not telling.) so I was asked 

to join the committee.  Over the next few months each of the decades was re-

searched.  Details were verified.  We found the old records of the association 

tucked away in a storage closet in the back of PGCEA Headquarters.  With the 

records were a number of photo albums and back copies of ECHOES. 

 

The photo albums were a great source of visuals for the presentation, but they 

didn’t cover every year.  Some years had a lot of pictures while many years had 

not.  Independently, each member of the committee decided that a list of the 

presidents during their decade was important to their part of the final presenta-
tion.  It became my job to find photos of each of those presidents.  Where do you 

find photos of past presidents?  Why, in past editions of ECHOES, of course.  So, I 

began to scan through those old editions of ECHOES to find photos of presidents.  

In the process I found interesting photos of association members doing what was 

important at the time.  I took some of the editions home and put them on my 

scanner to make digital copies of the photos.  I planned to use them in the 50th 

Anniversary presentation. 

 

Along the way, I realized that scanning most of the pages in an issue gave me a 

bunch of pictures, but they had no future.  I decided to scan the entire issue; first 

page to last, even if they didn’t have any photos.  Those extra scanned pages with-

out photos might not be useful to the 50th Anniversary presentation, but they 

could become extremely useful to the webmaster and every current and future 

member of our association.  That moment was the beginning of the ECHOES 

Archives project.  I began to scan every page of every issue of ECHOES that I 

could find.  I started in the 1980s and began working forward and backward from 

there.  After scanning one issue from a year I located other issues from the same 

year and scanned them.  After finishing one year, I started another.  Every year had 

five issues except for one that had six issues.  One president put out a Transition 

Issue in June… before he even took office. 

 

Most issues of ECHOES are six or eight pages long.  The smallest issue I found 

only had four pages.  The largest issue had sixteen pages.   Scanning and more 

scanning… hundreds of pages.  At one point I realized that my scanner was keep-
ing count.  That’s where the title of this article comes in.  At this point I have 

scanned One Thousand Four Hundred Thirty-Seven (…and still counting) pages of 

ECHOES.  If it takes my scanner three to four minutes to complete a scan, de-

pending upon the page complexity,  how many hours have I been sitting at my 

computer waiting for the scanner to complete the page? 

 

So why am I doing all of this work?  I’ve spent hundreds of hours scanning.  As you 

are reading this, PGPSRA will be adding a totally new and unique feature to our 

website.  When this project is done, PGPSRAs entire collection of ECHOES will 

be on our website.  That’s volume one all the way through volume forty-eight… all 

five issues for each of the volumes.  That’s two hundred forty different issues, all 

available at your fingertips, whenever you want it.
